Why Jesus Had to Die to Save Us

A serious look at the words
Atonement = At — One — Ment
Salvation = Salve is the root word of salvation meaning healing
Save / Savior = to rescue from danger or possible harm, injury, or loss: to save someone
from drowning. to keep safe, intact, or unhurt; safeguard; preserve. We are saved for
eternal life with God.
Redeemer = To redeem something is to pay a price to win it back

Through faith and baptism we are united with the death and resurrection of Jesus. At each
Eucharist we celebrate that Jesus has set us free. During Mass he makes his saving actions
present again, and we are able to enter into them. Each year during the seasons of Lent and
Easter, we recall and celebrate God's saving acts. Jesus Our Savior

Beauty and The Beast | Belle Takes her Father's Spot / Bella y Bestia Se conocen A difficult
concept for many to grasp is why Jesus took on our sins and died in our place.
We can understand Belle’s sacrifice for her father. How do we embrace the individual gift of
love from God for me?

The Catechism of the Catholic Church tells us that “Jesus’ violent death was not the result of
chance in an unfortunate coincidence of circumstances, but is part of the mystery of God’s
plan.” (CCC 599) This is where the sense of paradox comes in: How could a loving and merciful
God condemn his Son to such a fate? The only answer is love. God took the initiative to offer his
Son on the cross in order to do something we could never do: save ourselves. Jesus took the
punishment we deserved and became the instrument of atonement for our guilt to the Father.
We are forgiven because of his suffering and death. This is why, for Catholics, the crucifix, in all
its brutality, is the most powerful image of God’s love and concern for each of us. Northwest

Jesus Christ is more alive now — 2,000 years after His Crucifixion — than He was during His earthly
life before He was murdered. Jesus is the most important person in human history. He wants to
be the most important person in our lives, have friendship with us, and lead us to the fullness of
life in the Kingdom of God. Friendship with Jesus is best found in the fullness of the means of
salvation — the doctrine, worship, prayer, and morality — which is only found in the Catholic
Church established by Jesus.
